METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO:

As 30 horas de contacto sao divididas entre 20 horas tedricas e 10 tedrico-praticas, em que se expdem e
discutem tematicas com base em artigos cientificos (metodologia expositiva e ativa). As horas de contacto séo
completadas com 75 horas de estudo individual e 35 horas de estudo em grupo, que permitirdo ao discente
concluir o tempo de trabalho proposto para realizar a unidade curricular com sucesso.
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TEACHING METHODOLOGIES:

The 30 hours of lecturing load are divided between 20 theoretical hours and 10 theoretical-practical ones, in
which are exposed and discussed issues based on scientific articles (exhibition and active methodology).
Lecturing load is completed with 75 hours of individual study and 35 hours of group study, which allow students
to complete work time proposed to accomplish successfully the course.

AVALIACAO

A avaliagdo é continua e realizada através de dois trabalhos: uma recensao critica a um artigo cientifico,
realizada em grupo (60% da nota final: 40% - texto escrito e 20% - apresentacéo oral individual), um
comentario a recensao critica a um artigo cientifico, realizado em grupo (30% da nota final: 15% - texto escrito
e 15% - comentario oral individual); e o complemento individual da avaliacdo continua (onde é ponderado o
empenho e a participacdo nas atividades letivas, bem como a assiduidade - 10% da nota final).

EVALUATION

The evaluation is continuous and performed through two works: a critical review of a scientific paper, made in
groups (60% of final grade: 40% - written text and 20% - individual oral presentation), a comment, made in
groups, to a critical review of a scientific paper (30% of final grade: 15% - written text and 15% - individual oral
comment); and individual supplement of ongoing evaluation (where it is weighted the commitment and
participation in teaching activities, as well as attendance - 10% of final grade).
